Be Ready to Handle Excuses

Before making your next collection call, take time to compile a list of common
customer excuses, matching them with effective rebuttals. Write them down on file
cards or include them in your computer scripting. Group them by category and keep
them handy. Exchange ideas with others in your department. Then, when the
customer tries to end the call by offering an excuse, you can take control by
countering with a well-thought-out reply and returning to the purpose of your call —
collecting the debt.
